Bryan is the Director of Program Expansion and Advocacy for Music Will, 
and former Director of Programs for Amp Up NYC. Bryan is the founding co-editor of the 
Journal of Popular Music Education, co-author of Popular Music Pedagogies: A Practical 
Guide for Music Teachers (Routledge), series co-editor for Contemporary Music Making 
and Learning (Intellect Books), and editor of The Modern Band Handbook (OUP). Bryan 
was the co-director of the 2022 NAfME All-National Honor Ensemble for Modern Band, 
and will co-director the 2023 NAfME All-Eastern Division Honor Ensemble for Modern 
Band. He serves as the Executive Director of the Association for Popular Music Education 
and is the past-Chair of the NAfME Popular Music Education SRIG. 

Dr. Raina Murnak is Assistant Professor of Contemporary Voice and Performance 
Artistry for Frost School of Music at the University of Miami where she has been 
innovating in higher education for the past 19 years. She is Program Director of Frost 
Summer Institute of Contemporary Songwriting and the MA in Popular Music Pedagogy 
for FrostOnline. She gives master classes as a thought leader on Stage Presence, Popular 
Voice, Movement and Positive Strength-Centered Pedagogies. Dr. Murnak was the co-
director of the 2021 FMEA Popular Music Collective and the 2022 NAfME All-National 
Honor Ensemble for Modern Band.

The Collective is a unique group of vocalists and multi-instrumentalists 
from across the state who have come together to perform a concert of 
completely original music. The Collective’s process has been student-led, 
guided by two expert facilitators, that began in December via Zoom. 
During the four virtual meetings that took place prior to them gathering 
at the MMEA conference on Monday, the musicians shared their musical 
ideas and have been collaborating to create the songs performed this 
evening.
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Kevin Noe is currently Director of Orchestras and Professor of Conducting at the UMKC Conservatory 
of Music and Artistic Director of the Pittsburgh New Music Ensemble. A passionate promoter of the 
arts of our time, Noe has commissioned and premiered over one hundred new works to date. 

With a background in the theatre, he serves regularly as writer, stage director, singer, actor, and 
filmmaker for a variety of mixed-media productions. As an audio and mixing engineer, Noe is 
bringing new thinking to the field of classical music performance and recording. Using binaural sound 
technology and an audience in headphones, he has developed an immersive and expressive recording 
and performance paradigm that brings the listener into the heart of the musical story. Noe has worked 
at Michigan State University, the University of Texas at Austin, the National Repertory Orchestra, the 
Pittsburgh Symphony, Duquesne University, the Pittsburgh Opera, the Melbourne Conservatory, the 
Oberlin Conservatory, and the Jacobs School of Music at Indiana University, and has conducted All-
State and honors orchestras all across the US.

A passionate conducting teacher, Noe’s students hold positions internationally with professional 
orchestras and universities including the Cleveland Orchestra, The Colorado Symphony, MIT, The 
Lawrence Conservatory of Music, Baldwin Wallace Conservatory, George Mason University, the 
University of New Mexico, The University of Colorado, and the National Orchestra of Bolivia. A regular 
clinician on the art of score study and interpretation, Noe is currently working on his first book entitled 
A Heretic’s Guide to Conducting — focusing on the art of interpretation, leadership, conducting, and 
a life in the arts.

As an active 
adjudicator and clinician, MacMullen has conducted All-State and honors choirs throughout the United States. 
She has presented and co-presented interest sessions at state, regional, national and international conferences. 
Recent and upcoming engagements involve students in New Mexico, Michigan, South Carolina, Kansas, 
Montana, North Dakota, and Texas. Her teaching and conducting is featured on the DVD Conducting-Teaching: 
Real World Strategies for Success published by GIA (2009). Her editions for treble choir are published by Boosey 
& Hawkes, Musicatus Press, and MusicSpoke. MacMullen earned both the Bachelor of Music Education and 
Master of Music degrees from Michigan State University. She completed the Doctor of Musical Arts degree at 
Texas Tech University. Kristina has enjoyed a diverse career as a public-school teacher, interacting with students 
in rural, suburban, and urban settings, elementary through high school. She also sings with the professional 
ensemble Mirabai.

Cheryl Nichols has been making music with friends of all ages for more than forty years.  She has been a collaborative pianist 
with countless ensembles and soloists, and is an active member of the American Choral Directors Association.

About the conductor...

Dr. Jamie L. Nix is director of wind ensemble activities, professor of music, and holds The Hal J. Gibson 
Distinguished Chair in Conducting at the Columbus State University Schwob School of Music. Nix, the first 
recipient of the Sam and Jacquie Rawls Distinguished Music Professorship, conducts the Schwob Wind Ensemble 
and Wind Orchestra, heads the graduate wind band conducting program, and hosts the Annual Conductors 
Workshop. Previous posts include associate director of bands and the Donald R. Shepherd Assistant Professor of 
Conducting at the University of Michigan School of Music, Theatre & Dance, and assistant director of bands at 
The University of Texas at Austin Butler School of Music.

Under his direction since 2010, the nationally-acclaimed Schwob Wind Ensemble has performed at the 2018 and 
2012 GMEA State Conferences, 2015 CBDNA National Conference, and the 2012 CBDNA Southern Division 
Conference. Nix has recently conducted concerts with the Atlanta Youth Wind Symphony, the famed Eastman 
Wind Ensemble, United States Army Field Band, CBDNA North-Central Intercollegiate Band, Alberta International 
Band Festival, International Double Reed Society Conference, International Trumpet Guild Conference, and the 
International Trombone Festival Conference. He has conducted the All-State Bands in Georgia, Texas, Virginia, 
Florida, with Missouri, Oregon, and Alabama upcoming in 2021 and 2022. Nix has led performances at the 
Music For All Summer Symposium and at numerous region and honor bands throughout the U.S. and Canada. 
He has been a clinician for conducting symposiums at Michigan State, UMKC Conservatory, The University of 
Texas, and LSU. As an orchestral conductor, he has led performances with the CSU Philharmonic, was music 
director and conductor of the Advanced Young Musicians String Orchestra in Coral Gables, FL, and in 2008 
participated in the two-week International Mahler/Brahms Conducting Festival in the Czech Republic with the 
Bohuslav Martinu Philharmonic and clinicians Larry Rachleff and Donald Schleicher.

Nix, elected into the prestigious American Bandmasters Association in 2016, holds a Doctor of Musical Arts 
degree in conducting from the University of Miami Frost School of Music (Gary Green), two Master of Music 
degrees, in trombone performance and conducting, from the University of Michigan (H. Robert Reynolds), 
and a Bachelor of Music Performance degree from Auburn University. Nix is a conductor or producer on the 
following CDs: Vital Signs (George Curran, New York Philharmonic), Wind Music (Atlanta Chamber Winds), 
Psychedelia (James Markey, Boston Symphony bass trombone), A Beautiful Noise (featuring trombonists Joseph 
Alessi, Charles Vernon, Paul Pollard, and others), Wolf Rounds, The Blue Album, Brooklyn Bridge, The Victors 
Valiant, and the newest, a Schwob Wind Ensemble CD entitled Prelude, Fugue, and Riffs, released on the Summit 
Records label in 2017.
