Festival time is here and a lot of our students
are working on solos and ensembles for the
MSHSAA District and State Festival. Below are
some ways we can help our students be prepared.
« Make them play for you, even if they do not
think they are ready.
« Help schedule to play with their accompanist
« METRONOME!!! (even if they think it messes
them up)
. Have the ensembles play from the score.
. Record the student and listen WITH them.

Solos and ensemble are excellent for students to
push themselves out of their comfort zone and
grow as musicians.
