She enjoys a growing national reputation and is a frequent clinician, adjudicator and guest conductor for high school and
college choral festivals and contests throughout the country. She made her Carnegie Hall debut in June 1998, conducting
Haydn’s Heiligmesse, with the New England Symphonic Ensemble and choirs from throughout the United States, and has been
invited to return to conduct there in 2002, Recently she has conducted the Colorado and Utah All-State choruses, the New
England Music Festival and the Towa Collegiate Honor Choir. In October 2000, she conducted the MCDA Women’s Festival

Chorus.

Beckmann-Collier is vice president of the Iowa Choral Directors Association and has served as chairperson of the 1992
ACDA North Central Division Convention and the 1995 ICDA Summer Symposium. A former editor of Melisma and Sounding
Board, she currently serves on the executive board of ACDA’s North Central Division. Her articles on Renaissance performance
practices, music of the Classical period, and teaching critical thinking skills in the choral rehearsal have been published in the

Choral Journal.

A graduate of Saint Mary’s College, Notre Dame, Indiana, which presented her with its first Distinguished Music Alumna
Award, Dr. Beckmann-Collier received master’s and doctoral degrees in choral conducting from the University of Iowa, where
she studied with Don V Moses. She recently received Drake University’s Madelyn Levitt Award for Distinguished Community

Emily Freeman Brown - Conductor

About the Conductor

Emily Freeman Brown, who holds the distinction of being the first woman to receive a doctorate in orchestral conducting
from the prestigious Eastman School of Music, currently serves as Music Director and Conductor of the Bowling Green
Philharmonia and Opera Theater at Bowling Green State University in Ohio. She serves as guest conductor with the Toledo
Symphony, and was the Music Director of the Perrysburg (Chio) Symphony Orchestra from 1997 to 2000. From 1987 to 1989,
she was Associate Conductor of the Eastman Philharmonia and Conductor for the Eastman Opera Theater. In 1988, Ms. Brown
was a winner of the internationally acclaimed Affiliate Artists’ Conductor’s Program.

Ms. Brown has been engaged by orchestras throughout the United States, Europe and South America, as well as various
festivals. Some of her American appearances include the Rochester Philharmonic, Charlotte Symphony Orchestra, Syracuse
Symphony, Dayton Philharmonic, Cincinnati Chamber Orchestra, Sioux City Symphony, Chicago Civic Orchestra, and the
Eastman Virtuosi. In Santiago, Chile, she led the National Symphony of Chile and the Barték Ensemble. Additionally, she has
conducted at the American Festival of the Arts in Houston, the Interlochen Arts Festival and the Chautauqua Institution.

With the Bowling Green Phitharmonia, Ms. Brown has recorded for Albany Records, and with separate projects on the Opus
One label. A published author, her articles have appeared in the BACH Journal and the Journal of the Conductors Guild. She also
serves as a member of the board of directors of the Conductors Guild and was recently elected to the executive committee.

Emily Freeman Brown studied conducting and cello at the Royal College of Music in London, England, where she was a
two-time winner of the Sir Adrian Boult Conducting Prize. Her major teachers have included Leonard Slatkin, Herbert Blomstedt,
Franca Ferrara, and David Effron,

About the Composer of the Commissioned Work

Christepher Theofanidis is a faculty member of the Peabody Institute in Baltimore and the Juilliard School in New York.
He studied at Yale University, the Eastman School of Music, and the University of Houston. Theofanidis’ works have been
heard throughout the United States and in Europe, including performances by the National Symphony, Houston Symphony,
Atlanta Symphony, Orchestre Philharmonique de Monte-Carlo, Speculum Musicae, and the Muir String Quartet, among others.
He has served as the Composer-in-Residence for the California Symphony and the Norfolk Chamber Music Festival, Among his
commissions are compositions for the 25th anniversary of the Kennedy Center, the 700th anniversary of the Grimaldi Dynasty
in Monaco, the opening of the Bass Hall in Fort Worth, and the 100th anniversary of the Oregon Symphony. His awards include
the Rome Prize, the Barlow Prize, 2 Guggenheim Fellowship, a Fulbright Fellowship to France, the American Academy of Arts
and Letters’ Charles Ives Fellowship, and six ASCAP Morton Gould Prizes.
